NARRATIVE OF EVE | 1863.

Tae events of the past year connected with l.";lnl.'nrl\u_:“\.'__!\u!i!it';il, commercial,

social, have been characterized by a steady and rapid, but healthy progress,
as indicated by the judicious investment of capital, the absence of culation,
and, notwithstanding a large influx of population, an ade ¢ nand for
labor. Although not possessing the inducement of gold s and their con-
gomitant advantages, which are held out by a neighbouring provinee, yet the
establishment of a considerable number of merchants and traders, attracted
hither from the other colonies during the period over which our narrative
extends, denotes that the high character of the resources of Canterbury is
beginning to be more fully appreciated. The great increase in value of our
gxports as compared with those of the preceding year, offers the most con-
glusive proof of the sound basis on which our prosperity rests. The vigor with
which public undertakings and private enterprises are pros cuted, speaks
wolumes for the energetic character of our population; prospects which a
years back seemed chimerieal, even to the most sanguine well-wishers of the
colony, are now being realized, and it is not going too far to say that the
Province of Canterbury, so lately a wilderness, ids fair to become, at no very
distant period, one of the wealthiest communities of the southern seas. But the
most palpable evidences of the march of progress are exhibited in the changed
aspect of the capital and the port town. In the former, under the vigorous
administration of the City Couneil, miles upon miles of well-made and well-
kept streets meet the eye, where, no longer back than eighteen months a
nought but unbroken ground was to be seen. oisome ereeks have been fl
up, bridges erected, and the lower parts of the city have been drained. Nor has
ormament been neglected.

The Council had a Ratepayers’ Roll formed during the year, but owing to
some slight technical imperiection, they have been obhged to set it aside and
apply to the Provincial Council for further powers, which have lately been
obtained. The rental of rateable property in Christchurch may now be set down
at about £00,000 per annum ; the number of hounses about 800; and the popu-
lation shout 5,000. When these igures are considered in connection with the
fact that eleven years ago Christc hurch was not, and that since that time the
city has msen without the aid of adventitious circumstances, we may well con-
gratulate ourselves on the result.

Lyttelton, in the hands of @ similar corporation, although in a more imprac-
ticable situation, has also been wonderfully a tered for the better. The demolition
of unsightly buildings, and the introduction of asphalie pavement, with the
changes effectéd by the progress of works connected with the railway, are the
most prominent features of this improvement. These operations have stimu-
lated private enterprise in an extraordinary degree. In Christchureh, buildmgs
have been erected, and are going up on every side, Among the most noticeable

e may be mentioned the new Music Hall, a commodious brick building,
capablo of containing about 500 peo Je: tho Mechanies' Institute, a large and
handsome edifice ; the ‘Times' huih\iugs; one or two new hotels; the Bank
of Australasia; and numerous other unfinished buildings, in which more durable
materials are superseding, to a great extent, the use of timber. A new hospital
at Lyttelton, and a gaol, lunatie asylum, and immicrants’ barracks at Christ-
chureh, have been, or are in the course of being added to the public buildings
of the province. The towns of Kaiapoi in the north and Timaru in the south
partake of the benefits derived from general prosperity. The eustoms returns of
the latter port show an extraordinary increase in local and foreign trade. An
imperfect system of landing and shipping cargo has hitherto greatly retarded
the progress of this important outlet for the produce of the southern portion
of the province, but the Government having Luclv taken the direction of the
port into its own hands, and organized an efficient lighterage staff, the best
results may be anticipated. Rangiora and Oxford, fowns in the north, though
little heard of as yet, are gilently rising into importance, and other villages
seattered over the province are laying the foundations of future greatness.

The opening out of the back country has been diligently prosecuted. The
Great South Road has been formed and metalled throughout the greater part ol
its length. Experiments made at the Rakain, have clearly demonstrated the
scability of bridging that great barrier to the flow of traffic from the south.
rries have been established on some of the rivers fad by the lakes in the remote
Mackenzie Country. A contract is in hand for blasting a road along the north
bank of the Waitaki, so as to open up a dray track to the Hakateramea.
